GIRL’S ISLE OF MARKEN COSTUME
2008

Material Specifications: all material and trims should be pre-washed and dried before cutting out.
Trims can be machine washed when put in a sock and safety pinned closed.

Under caps:
Y% yard white fabric
1 1/8 yard of 1” wide flat coarse lace trim
1/3 yard 2" wide val flat lace trim
Piece of red material 10” x 4” cut from vest fabric, no need to add additional

Bib & Top Cap:
Y, yard large floral fabric.

Blouse:
1 % yards of fine red and white or
blue and white stripe fabric.
Size 14 and up may need an additional ¥ yard of fabric
3 % yards narrow flowered cotton braid, for sleeves and top cap.

Jacket:
Y, yard of red fabric (bottom weight)
Y yard of yellow fabric (bottom weight)

Petticoat:
Three lengths, of white fabric, measure from waist to largest part of calf of leg plus 6”
(each length) and an additional 5/8 yards

NOTE: Fabric for skirt and apron should be from same blue fabric.

Skirt and Apron:

Three lengths plus 6” (each length) that measures from waist to largest part of calf of leg
Plus 2 5/8 yards of skipper blue fabric

Apron Check:
1/3 yard of 1/8” check fabric (blue and white or
red and white).

Notions:
Thread to match
2 pkgs. yellow bias hem facing for blue skirt
Snaps - size 2/0
Hooks and eyes - 2" skirt hooks
Hooks and eyes - size 3
%" white twill tape for triangle hat ties
White single fold bias tape for finishing the neck edge of blouse
Black embroidery floss - for triangle cap.
1 pkg. red double fold bias tape |
1 pkg. yellow double fold bias tape
Red or coral beaded necklace
Black knee socks.
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* Key details that we look for at inspection:

Hats are on in order: triangle (tied on top of head), cap, floral, trims not fraying.
Necklace of red or coral beads

Shirt does not show above the bib at center front

% length sleeves about 3” below elbow

Hook and eye on sleeves, holding vent together at the bottom

Bottom of jacket meets the waist band of skirt and apron

Petticoat does not show

. Skirt length is correct, just below the largest part of calf, 6” hems in skirt and apron

. Apron waistband goes all the way around waist, gathering with a 2” opening in back
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* Please note that this list is not all inclusive,
But does highlight the most common problem areas.
